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GENERAL

1. All clubs must be involved as a team or individuals in athletic competition against students from other colleges.
2. Communication with the Director of Campus Recreation/Assistant Dir. must be regular and consistent.  Copy the Dir. Of Campus Recreation/Assistant Dir. on all facilities, budget, transportation, and other requests related to club sport activity.

3. All Check Request must be signed by the Director of Campus Recreation prior to being turned into the Business Office.

4. All club sports are required to follow SU transportation, playing and practice regulations.
5. Club sport members are expected to function in a mature and responsible manner on and off campus during all club-related activities. Club sport programs and/or individuals may face disciplinary action for inappropriate behavior while representing Susquehanna University. Inappropriate conduct could jeopardize the club’s continued status as a member of the club sports program.
6. Club teams are responsible for the behavior of any teams or groups they bring to campus. It is the club’s responsibility to communicate and enforce the policies in this guideline.
7. All clubs must submit the following documentation to the club sports coordinator/assistant club director no less than one week before the start of their season:

· Official squad list/roster with a designated leader or captain as contact person.

· Signed waiver for each team member.

· Contact information (email and phone number) of team captain(s).

· Practice, game and transportation schedules.

· Requests for transportation as early as possible.

· Emergency Action Plan

· Advisor and Coaches names and information

There shall be no practices/games until all above requirements have been met!
INJURIES
1. An injury report must be filled out within 48 hours for any participant sustaining an injury that was treated by medical personnel at the contest or hospital.  The report is available at the Campus Recreation Office.
2.  Each club must have a basic First Aid Kit present at games and practices.

3. Each club sport must submit an Emergency Plan to be followed in the event of major injury.

BUDGETS

1. Each club is responsible for creating and presenting their budget proposal each spring to SGA.

2. Club sports are responsible for all fundraising within their club and must fundraise 20% of their club budget per year
